Before installing the cable, decide
the best location for the recharg-
ing base and the transformer
(see p. 16).
The cable can be placed at ground
level or underground. The signal
quality and intensity could be com-
promised if cables are under-
ground, as a matter of fact, with
the cable at ground level the lawn
mower detects the signal at a dis-
tance of 65÷75 m., while with a ca-
ble 20 m. underground this
distance is reduced to 45 m
(leaving the cable on the surface or only
burying it several centimetres is
recommended). For further information
contact your dealer.
Start placing the cable from the point es-
tablished for the recharging base and
continue along the perimeter of the area
following the ground irregularity. To allow
the lawn mower to correctly enter the
recharging base, the input end of the ca-

ble must be straight and perpendicular
for at least 2 meters, and the output end
of the cable must end at least 30 cm.
away from the recharging base.

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In these cases, the recharging
base must be positioned in the
larger area, connecting the perim-
eter cable to the secondary area
with a passage, bearing in mind
that the distance between the two
cables must not be below 70 cm.
It will be like a ”separate working
area”; to mow the secondary ar-
ea, the lawn mower must be pro-
grammed accordingly (see
“Managing secondary areas”).

Example: closed separate working area installation

In case of closed working areas
separated by a fence or other ob-
stacles that block the lawn mow-
er passage, both areas can be
connected as shown in the figure.
To mow the secondary area, the
lawn mower must be manually
transferred (see instructions on

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If mowing is required up to the limits
of the area - with paving limits level
with the lawn - position the perime-
ter cable at a distance of 5 cm.

Example of flower bed limits: re-
duce the distance between the
cables to a minimum.

Minimum passage area: 2 m.

If public areas are at the lawn lev-
el (e.g. roads, water bodies, etc.),
it is advisable to increase the bor-
der distance to 40 cm., or to bor-
der areas with a barrier at least
15 cm high (e.g. fence, wall) to
prevent the lawn mower from go-
ing beyond the perimeter cable.

Setting the rapid return to the recharging base

Some settings can be done along
the perimeter cable that allow
the lawn mower to change direc-
tions reducing the distance cov-
ered and the time to return to the
charging base.
To do so, an equilateral triangle of
40 cm. should be formed with the
perimeter cable. The illustration
shows some useful indications to
determine the right location of
the setting for the rapid return to
the charging base.
Note: when the lawn mower follows the

perimeter to reach a secondary area it

does not consider the settings for a rapid

return.

Important
If the setting for a rapid return is incor-

rectly placed, the lawn mower may not be
able to return to the recharging base.

Installation of transformer and recharging base

The transformer must be kept out of
direct sunlight, protected from the
elements and in a well-ventilated but not
air-tight position, connected to the
power supply line.  Keep out of reach of
children. 

Installation must be carried out correctly
and according to current legislation. 
To connect the transformer to the pow-
er supply line, a standard electric plug is
needed.

2-Press the ON key and wait un-
til the display shows: 

Danger - Attention
This operation must be
performed with the perimeter
cable connector unplugged.

3-Connect the black connector
(C) with negative polarity (-)
and the red connector (D)
with positive polarity (+) to the
corresponding knobs.

Note: If the operation is not performed
within 30 seconds from the operations
described in point 2, the machine auto-
matically turns off. Restart from point 2
and repeat the procedure. 

4-The writing on the display:

Ensures correct connector connections.
The power led should turn red or remain
yellow.

Important
Periodically check the machine during re-
charging. If the power supply is interrupt-
ed for a long period of time, the machine
automatically turns off and the ON key
must be pressed again.

5-To disconnect the machine from the
winter recharge, press OFF and dis-
connect connectors (C)  and (D).

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PROBLEMS, CAUSES, SOLUTIONS

The following is a list of problems that
may occur during standard use of the
mower.

If the solutions described do not solve
the problem, contact the Service Centre.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

PROBLEM CAUSE REMEDY

“NO Signal” or “Sync”
appears on the display

Incorrect connection of the 
perimeter cable to the base.

Verify the connection of the 
perimeter cable or the plug 
connection to the base, Control 
that the transformer green light 
blinks, if it doesn't there is an 
interruption in the perimeter cable. 
Verify the integrity of the perimeter 
cable.

Interruption of perimeter cable.

The lawn mower leaves
the working area

Excessive ground slope.
Verify the ground slope and if 
necessary border the area.

Perimeter cable incorrectly 
placed.

Verify the cable placing.

Interference caused by metallic 
objects.

Correctly place the perimeter 
cable.

The lawn mower doesn't
correctly return to the

recharging base.

The transformer cable has been 
placed incorrectly or the 
perimeter cable passes near the 
base.

Stretch the transformer cable or  
move the perimeter cable away 
from the recharging base.

The lawn mower behaves
abnormally around the

flower beds.

The perimeter cable has been 
incorrectly placed. 

Invert the rotating direction around

Insufficient working hours. Extend the working hours.

Clocks incorrectly set. Set the lawn mower clock correctly.

Working schedule set incorrectly. Set working schedule correctly.

Batteries are worn or not 
correctly recharged.

Replace batteries (write the 
number of cycles and total working 
hours in the manual). Recharge 
batteries for at least 12 hours 
leaving the machine set to PAUSE 
on the recharging base 
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Secondary area not
completely mowed

Incorrect programming.
Correctly program secondary 
area..
